The authors point out that the effects of partition
following colonial-era demarcations are still felt
today along the borders of Bangladesh, China, Myanmar and Pakistan.
The book deals with topics such as displacement, citizenship,
territoriality and sense of identity, and problems arising out of such
border demarcations.

How do contested political borders and cross-border military
operations affect people's daily lives? The book also studies the
critical role of invisible boundaries created between the mainstream
and minority communities through various sociocultural practices.
